The recent attacks on U.S. citizens, and now Afghanistan, have exacerbated the need for timely news and analysis from a progressive perspective.  Americans seeking peace, justice, security, and healing have been turning to their television sets for information and guidance. Those who are tuning in to the corporate media have been turning away in disappointment and anger, as emotional calls for retaliation and Pentagon-dictated reporting have taken the place of thoughtful, uncensored analysis. As the country balances security concerns with foreign policy initiatives and civil liberties, those looking for alternative perspectives are turning to FSTV for daily updates.  FSTV has begun answering this call by producing its own weekly news programming called World in Crisis.

Free Speech Internet Television provides an essential complement to these broadcasts, streaming the World in Crisis to Americans without DISH Network subscriptions or cable access to FSTV, and to individuals and organizations around the globe.

Free Speech TV’s war coverage will help to advance conversation and connectivity among progressive individuals and organizations across the country on issues of the use of military force, human rights and social justice.  Through partnerships and collaborations, FSTV will bring forward voices from the progressive movement throughout the country, allowing these voices to be heard by other grassroots organizing groups.

Working with activists and artists, Free Speech TV (FSTV  DISH Network Channel 9415) and Free Speech Internet Television (FSITV at www.freespeech.org) use media to cultivate an informed and active citizenry in order to advance progressive social change.  FSTV and FSITV promote participatory democracy, grassroots organizing, and cross-community dialogue. They expose abuses of power  including those within the media  that place private profit over the public interest. 

Most importantly, they honor diversity and provide a platform for voices and points of view traditionally excluded from television, including those of gay men and lesbians, people with disabilities, youth, immigrants, and the imprisoned, among others. By exposing the public to perspectives excluded from corporate media, FSTV and FSITV empower citizens to fight injustices, to revitalize democracy, and to build a more compassionate world.
