FEES
There are two sets of conference fees, those for OVERNIGHT PARTICIPANTS who require lodging, and those for COMMUTERS (or day visitors) who do not require lodging. We have tried to make the conference as affordable as possible, while at the same time meeting the costs of holding it. The fees are therefore set quite low and are determined by one’s ability to pay. Child-care is provided free of charge. There is also a built-in discount for those who register early (RECEIVED BY APRIL 30 FOR OVERNIGHT PARTICIPANTS, MAY 17 FOR COMMUTERS). For registration AFTER THOSE DATES, ADD $15 to all categories except children 2 and under. Please try to comply with these deadlines, since we will be held financially liable for the number of participants we commit to by those dates. 

OVERNIGHT PARTICIPANTS

Fees for overnight participants cover the costs of two nights lodging, six meals, and use of conference and recreational facilities. There are two types of lodging options: SHARED BATH, dormitory-type rooms with bunk beds, with rates based on 3 or 4 individuals to a room; and PRIVATE BATH, hotel-type rooms, with rates based on double occupancy.
