This contract describes the security services to be provided by Close Quarters Security Group (CQSG) for Jackson Mambo at Urbana-Champaign Independent Media Center (UCIMC) 202 S. Broadway Ave. #100 Urbana, IL 61801.  Included are details of security needs for the event as described by Jackson Mambo to Terry Hardin, CEO – CQSG, as well as payment procedures for services rendered by CQSG.  

Job Analysis Profile:

Provide Two (2) uniformed security officers, Two (2) on STAND-BY w/radios on Monday 12/31 from 11:00a-2:00a for the door of Urbana-Champaign Independent Media Center (UCIMC) 202 S. Broadway Ave. #100 Urbana, IL 61801 before, during and inside the event,
· ID, wand, search, and pat down patrons entering the event,
· Control entry and access, keeping accurate counts of entry and exit

· Provide protection, safety and well-being of the staff as well as anyone patronizing the event
Jackson Mambo will provide CQSG Supervisors with a list of VIP staff, their rules, and areas off-limit to event attendees, designated parking areas, and any other pertinent information.

Jackson Mambo agrees that the security detail will be solely managed, handled, and controlled by CQSG and its Team Members; however, Jackson Mambo staff may make suggestions.  Jackson Mambo and its staff agree to follow the rules and regulations of CQSG as they pertain to the life, safety, and security of the staff and patrons at the event.

 Jackson Mambo agrees that CQSG has the authority to halt, stop, or discontinue the event, if the life, safety, and security of the patrons are in immediate danger (i.e.; fire, overcrowding, etc.)   

Jackson Mambo agrees to maintain the ratio for Security to patrons at 1:50 for the safety of the Security Team, if more Security Officers are needed Jackson Mambo will be notified by the CQSG Team Leader before call-ins are initiated. Jackson Mambo agree any Security Officers called in will be paid hourly from the time the call-in is made to the end of the event
Jackson Mambo agrees the CQSG security detail is for SECURITY ONLY; CQSG will not move furniture, band equipment, empty trash receptacles, or any other staff duties.
CQSG will work in cooperation with UCIMC, Jackson Mambo and local Law Enforcement and welcome any suggestions.  It is our intention to assist in providing a safe, secure environment during the designated hours and would appreciate communication of any additional needs you and your staff may have.
CQSG will provide equipment, uniforms, trained staff, and insurance needed to complete the mission. This proposal or any part thereof is subject to negotiation between CQSG and Jackson Mambo to come to a mutual agreement for services.
Jackson Mambo agrees this rate is exclusive for this detail and is considered confidential and should not be discussed or communicated with anyone outside of Jackson Mambo and CQSG.

PAYMENT 

Upon acceptance of this contract, a mobilization fee of twenty (20%) percent of the total cost is required to secure the services. WAIVED
If an event is cancelled by Jackson Mambo or the Venue after the date of execution of this agreement up to seven (7) days before the event, CQSG and Jackson Mambo are relieved of all obligations and payments set forth in this agreement, however, if the event is cancelled by Jackson Mambo or the Venue less than seven (7) days of the event date, or the event does not generate the revenue desired, a cancellation fee of seventy-five percent (75%) of the agreed amount for the entire event or one hundred dollars ($100) whichever is most will be paid to CQSG by Jackson Mambo. 

The balance due for services rendered will be accepted by CQSG by cash, money order, company check, certified check or cashier's check only. Payment in full will be accepted from execution of this contract until the end of the event, then as soon as possible thereafter.  
Any incidental costs will be invoiced and are due within five (5) business days after receipt of invoice. Late charges will be assessed at 10% of total invoice for each five (5) day period the invoice remains unpaid.
The goal of Close Quarters Security Group (CQSG) is to deter, reduce, and prevent loitering and any other disorderly conduct that may affect the atmosphere which Jackson Mambo and the UCIMC conveys to all its event attendees.
